• The RCGA Network provides Canada’s national, centralized web-enabled handicap and communication network service to RCGA members and 
member clubs at no additional cost.  

• Golf Manitoba and the Royal Canadian Golf Association have approximately 15 000 members in Manitoba and Northwest Ontario representing 
almost 100 golf clubs.
